Student Success  

Parents, encourage your child to utilize the reading strategy of previewing whenever he/she has a reading assignment 

to complete at home.  Previewing is done before reading.  This technique to increase comprehension by approximately 

20% involves nothing more than looking at something before it is read.  Students should look at any pictures, charts 

and/or diagrams.  They should read the chapter headings, look for main ideas and read any bold print.  This simple proc-

ess, completed before -hand, creates a logical framework for understanding and a physical connection in the brain for 

retaining the information presented in the reading.  Studies have proven that previewing works and that is why we do it 

here at school.
